Rotavirus, Adenovirus and Astrovirus are most
common and major causes of severe gastroente-
ritis in infants and young children. Pattern also ob-
served in adults. They are transmitted by faecal-
oral contact.

The main symptoms of viral gastroenteritis are
watery diarrhoea and vomiting. The affected per-
son may also have headache, fever and abdominal
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cramps (stomach ache). In general, the symptoms
begins 1 to 2 days following infection with a virus
that causes gastroenteritis and in case of Rotavi-
rus may last until 3 days.

CerTest Rotavirus card test provides a single, rapid
and highly sensitive screening assay to make a pre-
sumptive diagnosis of Rotavirus infection.

Take out the cap of the stool Close the tube with the diluent and stool
collection tube and use the stick to pick up sample. Shake the tube in order to assure

sufficient sample quantity. good sample dispersion.

Wait for coloured bands to appear 4 drops ino the *S” circular window
